.2:12 All who sin apart from the law will also perish apart from the law, and all who
sin under the law will be judged by the law.

.2:16 This will take place on the day when God will judge men’s secrets through
Jesus Christ, as my gospel declares.

At that time each will receive his praise from
God.

1Co. 5:3 Even though | am not physically present, | am with you in spirit. And | have
already passed judgment on the one who did this, just as if | were present.

1Co. 5:12-13 What business is it of mine to judge those outside the church? Are you not
to judge those inside? God will judge those outside. “Expel the wicked man from
among you.”

1Co.6:1-5 If any of you has a dispute with another, dare he take it before the ungodly
for judgment instead of before the saints? Do you not know that the saints will
judge the world? And if you are to judge the world, are you not competent to judge
trivial cases? Do you not know that we will judge angels? How much more the
things of this life! Therefore, if you have disputes about such matters, appoint as
judges even men of little account in the church! | say this to shame you. Is it
possible that there is nobody among you wise enough to judge a dispute between
believers?

1Co0.7:25 Now about virgins: | have no command from the Lord, but | give a judgment
as one who by the Lord’s mercy is trustworthy.

1Co.7:40  In my judgment, she is happier if she stays as she is — and | think that | too
have the Spirit of God.

1Co. 9:3 This is my defense to those who sit in judgment on me.



1Co0.10:15 | speak to sensible people; judge for yourselves what | say.

1Co0.10:29 the other man’s conscience, | mean, not yours. For why should my freedom
be judged by another’s conscience?

1Co.11:13  Judge for yourselves: Is it proper for a woman to pray to God with her head
uncovered?

1Co.11:29 For anyone who eats and drinks without recognizing the body of the Lord
eats and drinks judgment on himself.

1Co. 11:31-32 But if we judged ourselves, we would not come under judgment.
When we are judged by the Lord, we are being disciplined so that we will not be
condemned with the world.

There is only one Lawgiver
and Judge, the one who is able to save and destroy. But you — who are you to
judge your neighbor?

Jas. 5:9 Don’t grumble against each other, brothers, or you will be judged. The
Judge is standing at the door!

1Pt.1:17  Since you call on a Father who judges each man’s work impartially, live your
lives as strangers here in reverent fear.

1Pt.2:23  When they hurled their insults at him, he did not retaliate; when he suffered,
he made no threats. Instead, he entrusted himself to him who judges justly.

1Pt. 4:5-6  But they will have to give account to him who is ready to judge the living and
the dead. For this is the reason the gospel was preached even to those who are
now dead, so that they might be judged according to men in regard to the body, but
live according to God in regard to the spirit.



1Pt.4:17  Forit is time for judgment to begin with the family of God; and if it begins
with us, what will the outcome be for those who do not obey the gospel of God?

The time has come for judging the dead,
and for rewarding your servants the prophets
and your saints and those who reverence your name,
both small and great —
and for destroying those who destroy the earth.”

Rev.14:7  He said in a loud voice, “Fear God and give him glory, because the hour of
his judgment has come. Worship him who made the heavens, the earth, the sea
and the springs of water.”

“Yes, Lord God Almighty,
true and just are your judgments.”

Rev. 20:12-13And | saw the dead, great and small, standing before the throne, and books
were opened. Another book was opened, which is the book of life. The dead were
judged according to what they had done as recorded in the books. The sea gave
up the dead that were in it, and death and Hades gave up the dead that were in
them, and each person was judged according to what he had done.
